The employee‘s/subscriber’s account number will be a running number under the code number of the
factory/establishment. Each factory/establishment having a serial of its own and as many numbers in the serial
as there are subscribers to the Fund. The running numbers prefixed with the code numbar of the
factory/establishment will be the full Provident Fund Account Number of the employee/subscriber concerned
For example, if there are 52 subscribers in a factory/establishment their full Provident Fund Account Numbers will
be MH/306/2, MH/306/2 MH/306/3, and so on till MH/306/52 where MH/806 denoted the unalterable
factory/establishment's code number and the running numerical numbers denote the Account Numbers allotted
to each subscriber, like rhe code number, the account number, once allotted to the subscriber will not be
changed when he quils service and his account is closed, the number of the closad account will be left blank
and WILL NOT BE RE-ALLOTTED TO ANY NEW MEMBER. On transfer of a subscribar from one
factory / establishment he joins and his_acconnt number in the factory | establishment in which he was last
employed will become inoperative and ' will not be re-allotted to any one. The Account Number of each

subscriber mnst be quoted in all correspondence between the Regional Provident Fund Commissioner and the
factory | establishment and vice versa,
